IMPORTANT   INFORMATION: 
1) Garbage pick-up is on FRIDAY. Please have your garbage out by 6:00am.  Modern Disposal,    

       our collector, requests the use of the trash cart (green) and Recycling Cart (navy blue w/ green             
   lid). Place your carts at the curb following the instructions on the cart for proper    
        placement. We participate in “Every Other Week” (EOW) recycling, to find a calendar visit  

www.villageofbarkerny.gov or stop at the Village Office for a copy. All garbage complaints should be 
called into Modern Disposal Customer Service at 716-754-8226 directly. 

2) There is an ordinance against soliciting door to door without a permit. If you encounter a solicitor without 
a permit please call the NC Sheriff Non-Emergency Phone #716-438-3393 to report the solicitor 
immediately. Solicitor permits are to ensure the safety of our residents by vetting each solicitor that 
applies.  

3) Property owners must keep their lawns mowed, grass over 6 inches is not allowed. 
4) The Village Board finds that harboring farm animals within the Village limits is illegal. Dogs 

       must be contained on your own property or kept on a leash.  A maximum of 2 dogs, 3 cats,  
        and or 3 rabbits are allowed per residence. Dogs must be licensed with the Town of Somerset  
 (8700 Haight Road, Barker) by the age of 4 months. 

5) Building permits are required for any structural change, pool, fence, garage, generator, deck, fireplace or 
roof. Applications are available at the Village Hall or online on our website. There is a fee depending on 
the work being performed. 

6) There is no parking on Village Streets from 2am-6am from November through April to  
       facilitate snow removal. 

7) No firearms or fireworks will be discharged within the Village limits. 
8) Brush may be placed at the curb, BUTT ENDS to the street (for easy feeding into the chipper), 

 and will be chipped when TIME ALLOWS by the Public Works department.  Brush is  
        limited to fallen limbs and branches!! When removing trees from your property it is your  
        responsibility to remove debris, these items will NOT be chipped.  No vines, leaves or grass     
        will be picked up, these things maybe bagged or taken to the Public Works garage and put in  
        the pile.  The chips are available near the Public Works garage, behind Ridge Road Express,  
        access to the Public works garage is on Woodward Avenue. 

       9)  No private residence may have two or more unregistered, unlicensed, partially dismantled or junk 
automobiles or motor vehicles, including boats unless housed by a fully enclosed building 

10) The Village of Barker maintains two parks, the lake park is at the north end of Quaker Road and 
        one on Main Street.  Both Parks have a gazebo, which is available for use by the community 

and can be arranged through the Village Hall. 
11) There is no parking at the end of dead end streets or at turnarounds. 
12) There is a 10:00pm curfew for persons under 18 unless they are coming from work, school or a  
         community activity. 
13) It is not permissible to possess an open alcoholic beverage in any public place within the  
        Village limits. 
14) Snow removal on sidewalks is the responsibility of the property owner, the Village DPW crew will clear 

sidewalks only when time allows. 
15) There is a noise ordinance in the Village, which includes barking dogs.  Please be considerate of 
        your neighbors.
